
‭Pinner High School British Values Statement‬

‭The Department for Education have reinforced the “need to create and enforce a clear‬
‭rigorous expectation on all schools to promote the fundamental British Values of democracy,‬
‭the rule of law, individual liberty, mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths‬
‭and beliefs,”‬

‭At Pinner High School these values are reinforced regularly alongside the Pinner High‬
‭School Values in the follow ways:‬

‭Democracy‬

‭‘An understanding of how citizens can influence decision-making through the democratic‬
‭process’‬

‭Democracy is evident within Pinner High School.‬

‭●‬ ‭We have three houses: Bannister, Malala and Ali. These Houses were named by the‬
‭students through an election: Bannister won the most votes from ‘Inspiring Local‬
‭People’, Malala won the most votes from ‘Inspiring Women’, and Mohammed Ali won‬
‭the most votes from ‘Inspiring Diversity’.‬

‭●‬ ‭Students also voted for the House colours and each of these Houses has two elected‬
‭House Captains within each year group. All applicants for House Captains must write‬
‭a statement of application, success in this will lead to an interview panel (made up of‬
‭staff). Successful candidates from the interview present their campaign speeches to‬
‭all of the students in their Houses during House assemblies. All of the young children‬
‭are invited to take part in a democratic ballot where they select who they would like to‬
‭represent them.‬

‭●‬ ‭We have head students who are elected by staff and students based on their‬
‭application and hustings.‬

‭●‬ ‭We have a student council with representatives from all forms and year groups‬
‭throughout the school‬

‭Pinner High School ‘encourages respect for democracy and support for participation in the‬
‭democratic processes, including respect for the basis on which the law is made and applied‬
‭in England’. Students are given the opportunity to examine different democratic processes‬
‭through the curriculum and develop a voice of their own. For instance, democracy at student‬
‭level, where students elect their own house captains. Democracy at a school level where the‬
‭student panel is used to reflect on teaching and learning throughout Pinner High School.‬
‭Students participate in the appointment of senior school staff through student panels as well.‬

‭The Rule of Law‬

‭‘‬‭An appreciation that living under rule of law protects‬‭individual citizens and is essential for‬
‭their wellbeing and safety’‬

‭Students of Pinner High School are expected to understand and follow the rules of the‬
‭school including the behaviour policy, anti-bullying policy, playground rules and rules about‬
‭keeping them safe. Students are taught the reason behind rules and laws and the‬
‭responsibilities and consequences when laws are broken. Students are encouraged to‬
‭reflect on their individual choices and continuously represent the Pinner High School Values‬
‭around the school and local community.‬

‭Pinner High School ‘encourages students to accept responsibility for their behaviour, show‬
‭initiative, and to understand how they can contribute positively to the lives of those living and‬



‭working in the locality of the school and to society more widely’. Students work closely with‬
‭the local community to build relationships. Through PRE, PSHE and charity programmes,‬
‭students will promote kindness and compassion around the community.‬

‭Individual Liberty‬

‭‘‬‭An understanding that the freedom to choose and hold‬‭other faiths and beliefs is protected‬
‭in law’‬

‭At Pinner High School, students are actively encouraged to make choices, knowing that they‬
‭are in a safe and supportive environment. Students are encouraged to know, understand‬
‭and exercise their rights and personal freedoms and advise how to exercise these safely, for‬
‭example through PSHE and e-safety sessions. Students are given the freedom to make‬
‭choices of preference for their enrichment activities. Pinner High School offers a variety of‬
‭study of different faiths and cultures through the PRE curriculum.‬

‭Mutual Respect‬

‭‘An acceptance that other people having different faiths or beliefs to oneself (or having‬
‭none) should be accepted and tolerated, and should not be the cause of prejudicial or‬
‭discriminatory behaviour’‬

‭Our school reinforces mutual respect through our non-selective admissions criteria,  the‬
‭form of assemblies and PSHE lessons. Students are encouraged to listen to one another.‬
‭We celebrate our diverse community through events such as Black History Month, Culture‬
‭Week, PinnFest, visiting speakers and workshops such as Solutions Not Sides and a wide‬
‭array of educational visits.‬

‭Tolerance of those of Different Faiths and Beliefs‬

‭‘‬‭An understanding of the importance of identifying‬‭and combating discrimination’‬

‭Pinner High School is a multicultural school serving a diverse local community. We are a‬
‭non-selective, non-affiliated school and thus welcome students from all faiths and none. The‬
‭PRE curriculum promotes students’ spiritual, moral, social and cultural development,‬
‭alongside assemblies, our PSHE programme, other special events, and thus reinforces‬
‭messages of tolerance and respect for others.‬
